Abstract. In the article, the author analyzes the historical origin of neutrality, its presence in
foreign economic activity and state security. How has Turkmenistan's neutrality status affected
bilateral relations with Russia and with border states in Central Asia? The positive dynamics of
the development of the oil and gas industry of Turkmenistan is considered. Trade and economic
relations between Russia and Turkmenistan are strengthening. The multi-vector nature and
flexibility in the development of strategic partnership with Turkmenistan are shown. The mutual
interest of the two countries in the field of security is shown. Despite the positive dynamics of
the development of bilateral relations, there are some restrictions that hinder the full-fledged
cooperation of the two countries. It seems appropriate to hold bilateral negotiations between
the central banks of the two countries and switch to settlements in national currencies, consider
mutual lending with the possibility of opening a subsidiary of Sberbank of Russia in Ashgabat —
for example, Sberbank Asia, which will further expand the expansion of Russian business in Iran,
Pakistan, India and China.
