Abstract. The Russian oil and gas sector is again at the center of geopolitical developments. This
time the conflict with the collective West has gone so far that it resembles a full-fledged economic
war. The strategy of the West is obvious — to deprive Russia of revenues and thereby force Moscow
to a political capitulation. Since direct taxes paid by oil and gas companies accounted for over 60 %
of state budget revenues this spring, it is clear why Russia's oil and gas sector is the target of the
most severe sanctions. If the key sector of the Russian economy is hit, Russia may well encounter
evident problems. Meanwhile, it is remarkable that the natural resources focus of Russia's economy
perceived inside Russia as our weakness has turned out to be our strength. If Russia was a leader in
production of video games or electric scooters, and it did not produce oil and natural gas, it would be
much easier to erase it from the world economic map. It has become clear that it is Russia that largely
satisfies the basic demand of the humanity for heat, fuel, electricity and food (we should not forget
that some fertilizers are produced from natural gas). What was portrayed as the main problem of our
economy has turned into a trump card during the geopolitical crisis. The only question is whether we
will manage to adequately respond to the sanctions attack including attempts to deprive us of access
to technologies and to remove us from key markets of our exports. Another question is what strategic
conclusions we will draw from the current situation.
